Electromagnetics in Action

The “Electromagnetics in Action” teaching module brings to life concepts taught in the 7th and 8th grade physical sciences curriculum.  The intent is to broaden the student’s view of how physical sciences are applied in their everyday world.  The module reviews and introduces new materials in magnetics, simple circuit theory, electromagnetics, motors and electromagnetic interference.   The hands on activities for the students include making an electromagnet, and constructing a “Beakman’s Motor”.  RF interference between over-the-air television and a digital device will be demonstrated.  The students will be able to “see” the interference displayed on a spectrum analyzer

The characteristic that makes this project unique is the reason for presenting the module:  to increase in the number of students selecting physical science topics during the annual 8th grade science fair and for those moving onto high school, the additional reinforcement to increase the interest in  high school physics courses.
