GRAND SPAVe

The overall objective of a Graduate Resource And Network Database (GRAND) Student Professional Awareness Venture (SPAVe)is to strengthen small student branches by providing resources and helping them establish networks with alumni and section members.  Student branches are encouraged to plan and implement active programs for their members including S-PACs when they have the resources to do so successfully. 

GRAND S-PAVe ACTIVITIES

· Develop action plan to identify and contact recent graduates

· Discuss plan with section to obtain section commitment for funding 

· Develop S-PAVe proposal and submit to RAB SPAC Representative

· Obtain approval from RAB for base funding ( up to $200)

· Encourage and assist students to use IEEE Alias E-mail

· Contact recent graduates to update IEEE Alias E-mail information

· Obtain approval from graduates to build a database for future programs

· Provide data base (Excel Format) to Jim Watson for processing

· Review how graduates near the university can work with the student branch by providing a program or field trip, by participating in an S-PAC as a local speaker or panel member, by reviewing resumes, or by giving mock interviews

· Contact graduates and discuss the value of membership in IEEE

Although the RAB funding will be limited to $200, the sponsoring section may elect to extend funding for both contacts and new members beyond the estimates shown in this example.  It will be recommended that the initial $200 be paid to the student branch by the appropriate contact in RAB (SAC SPAC Coordinator) upon approval of the S-PAVe.  Funding from the section should be based on results.  This should provide funds to initiate the program and cover expenses for telephone and letter contacts as they occur.

Students will be encouraged to develop methods to obtain approval from alumni for inclusion in the database and to offer the use of the alumni database to the members of the database for their own networking purposes.  Experiences gained by students will include organizing the project, developing a proposal, persuasive letter writing, networking, and oral presentations to the section.
